Current and Expected Results

UN Women’s Fund for Gender Equality begun in 2009 as a global grantmaking fund and an aid effectiveness instrument dedicated to the advancement of women’s economic and political empowerment. In just two years of operations it has underwritten 40 grant programmes totaling US$37.5 Million in 35 countries around the world. See FGE’s video:

With the Fund’s support, women have registered to own land and run for office in Africa, become involved in politics in China, and gotten more and better jobs in India. They have pioneered creative and holistic strategies and income-generating activities improving the life conditions of their communities.    
In just 2 years, the Fund has achieved the following results: 

· In El Salvador, advocates launched a massive public campaign supporting a proposed law on gender equality. Parliamentarians responded; the law passed in March of 2011. 
· In Liberia, the Fund is helping 9,000 women gain access to markets, become  and reliable sources of income after years of war. 
· In Mozambique, Fund grantees educated 280 rural women on their rights, helping them take advantage of a law on gender equality. 
· In Cambodia, 1,300 HIV positive women and 310 poor women gained access to community credit.

· In Bosnia-Herzegovina, the Fund trained 180 young women to be leaders and influence local policies.
· In Nepal, community radio broadcasters produced 32 weekly episodes of gender-sensitive radio programs, reaching 75 districts within Nepal through more than 160 stations. 
· In Mexico, women’s representation at the board in one of the biggest national farmer’s associations with over 60,000 members jumped from just 6 percent to 50 percent, thanks to the grantees work. 
· In Colombia, a cadre of 186 leading advocates are influencing current policies to secure equal land distribution for internally displaced women and their families.  
By the end of 2014, grantees’ projected results include:
· In Rwanda, Fund grantees will undertake a massive campaign on women’s land rights, registering 15,000 to take advantage of a law allowing them to inherit and own land. 

· In India, the Fund’s grantee will help 7,000 Dalit women lobby for and obtain jobs.

· In Nigeria, where women hold just 7% of legislative seats, a programme is training women to run for political office. 

· In Russia/Tajikistan, 1,200 migrant women will be trained to speak out concerning violations of their rights. Their comments will be used to create services to help them.   
· In Egypt, gender equality advocates will continue to promote viable employment conditions including in the private sector, working around the principles enshrined in the gender equality seal.

· In Mexico, women’s political representation in government will increase throughout 10 states in Mexico.
